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Overview

• In 2004 a 5 Year agreement was signed between WFN and 
Ministry of Forests.  In 2009 this was replaced with a 25 year 
license.

• In the spring of 2010 the Crystal Mt. CRA was removed from 
WFN-CF.  This was replaced with our Derickson Block north of 
Big White.

• WFN-CF 46,885 ha, annual harvest set at 55,000 m3.  Awarded 
as part of an Interim Measure

• Approximately 46% of mature timber is lodgepole pine

• Approximately 60% is within community watersheds
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Accomplishments

• Harvested 400,000 m3 since 
2005

• Planted our 1,000,000th seedling 
in June, 2010

• Provided employment for 16 
FTEs, primarily WFN contracting 
companies.  Including planning, 
harvesting, hauling, roads, 
silviculture.
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Special Projects – Fuel Management
• OLFMP – Operational Level Fuel Management Plan completed 

in summer of 2010.  Similar to a CWPP but considers long term 
forest management as well as fuel management

– Reviewed more than 84,000 ha

– Identified 25 treatment areas totalling more than 1,300 ha

– Total treatment cost ranging from $7.5 million to $12 million

– 12.4 ha in Trepanier treated in March, 2010

– 22.4 ha to be treated in Trepanier by October, 2010

– Applied for 3 JOP projects for a total of 99 ha, all 3 projects 
were declined.  Two in District of West Kelowna and one in 
District of Peachland. 

• Member of Westside Fuel Management Steering Committee
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Forest and Range Practices Act

• Introduced in 2004, replacing the Forest Practices of 
BC Act from 1995.

• Under FRPA the government sets objectives for the 
management and protection of a range of values.

– Soil, water, biodiversity, old growth, community 
watersheds, fisheries, cultural heritage

• All licencees must develop a Forest Stewardship Plan 
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• Lays out the results and strategies a licencee will apply to be 
consistent with government objectives

• In the Okanagan FSPs also incorporates direction set by the 
Okanagan Shuswap LRMP of 2001

– Scenic zones, recreation, trail corridors, wildlife habitat, 
community / Crown interface

• FSP must be measureable by MFR Compliance and 
Enforcement staff

• FSP does not provide spatial details as to where harvesting 
or road construction might occur

• Site Plans are still required for each cutblock and are 
developed to address specific site issues.

• Stocking standards for re-establishment after harvesting.

Forest Stewardship Plan
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FSP Public Review Process

• The review process provides an opportunity for the public 
to provide information to licencees about your interests in 
specific areas.

• Licencees must consider all written comments relevant to 
the FSP and document our response or changes to the 
FSP

• The end of the review period does not preclude future 
discussions and information sharing.
